CAP MODERNE MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE - TRIBUTE TO JEAN-LOUIS COHEN - UNESCO COPIL - 17 MAY, ROQUEBRUNE-CAP-MARTIN

The annual management committee meeting for the Cap Moderne site (which 
includes Le Corbusier's World Heritage-listed Cabanon, site hut and camping 
units) was held on 17 May at Roquebrune-Cap-Martin town hall. 

Tribute was paid to Jean-Louis Cohen, who chaired the scientific committee 
overseeing the restoration of the Cap Moderne, Eileen Gray and Le Corbusier 
site. 

The Conservatoire du Littoral and the Centre des Monuments Nationaux, which 
own and manage the site, have also set up a committee of experts to support 
the restoration and enhancement projects for this exceptional site. The 
committee is chaired by Richard Klein, a member of the Foundation's Board of 
Directors and Chairman of Docomomo France.

This Japanese book is devoted to the Modulor, from its development in 1943 to its application 
in Le Corbusier's architecture. It also looks at the place of the body in Le Corbusier's buildings.

LE CORBUSIER, RICORDI DELL’ATHOS. IL PARTENONE. SCRITTI DI VIAGGIO E DI ESTETICA, ÉDITÉ PAR ANDREA GUERRA, MIMESIS

Souvenirs d'Athos and Le Parthénon (1914), presented here for the first time in their original 
version taken from the autograph manuscripts preserved in La Chaux-de-Fonds, were not 
published until 1966 in Voyage d'Orient.

However, these two texts have their own autonomy. In the style of a journalistic report, they are 
peppered with notes on daily life, local customs and folklore, as well as an avant-garde perspective 
inspired by pictorial memories, literary texts, personal sketches and photographs. This pictorial and 
literary imagery is an indelible trace in Le Corbusier's artistic and architectural research.
